WORKSHEET ON COVENANT
A covenant is a solemn promise sealed by an oath.  Both parties recognize this promise as a formal and legal act that binds the one making the promise to fulfill the terms of the agreement.  It spells out the mutual obligations of both parties to the covenant.  It is sealed by some sort of sign, an action or thing that reminds the parties to the covenant of their promises and obligations.


There are five important covenants in the Bible.  Read the passages specified below.  Identify the terms of each covenant:  Who promises to do what for whom?  Do both parties to the covenant have obligations, or just one?  What is the sign of the covenant?

Noah (Genesis 9:1-17)

Abraham (Genesis 17:1-27)

Moses [Sinai] (Exodus 19:1-20:21; 24:12-14)

David [Zion] (I Samuel 7:1-17; Psalm 89:3-4, 19-37)

Jesus [New] (Mark 14:12-25; I Corinthians 11:23-26; John 13:1-35; 14:15-31)
