WORKSHEET ON PROPHETIC CALLS

In this lesson you will be introduced to the concept of prophethood and prophecy.  You should understand both how a prophet is called and what a prophet does.  Incidentally, a prophet prophesies (with and “s”—a verb) when he delivers a prophecy (with a “c”—a noun).

Read Isaiah, chapter 6.  This is a description of Isaiah’s “call” as a prophet.

Isaiah has a vision in which the Lord calls (appoints) him to be a prophet.  Where does Isaiah imagine himself to be in this vision?

What is Isaiah’s reaction to seeing God?

How does God deal with Isaiah’s hesitation and weakness?

After Isaiah is cleansed, the Lord gives him a message to deliver.  Summarize that message here:

Read Isaiah 40:1-11.  This is a description of another prophetic call.  Summarize the message that Isaiah is now to deliver to the people:

Read Ezekiel, chapters 1-3.  This is another prophetic call, given in much more detail than the two in Isaiah.  How is this one like Isaiah 6?  How is it different?

Why is Ezekiel given a scroll to eat?

How does the Lord describe Ezekiel’s mission or responsibility?
