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Read Luke 24:1-12.  What do the women find when they get to Jesus’ tomb?

Did anyone actually see Jesus rise from the dead?

Read Luke 24:13-35.  Why were Cleopas and the other disciples sad?

When did the two disciples discover who the stranger walking with them was?

Why do you think this action identified the stranger as Jesus?

When the two got back to Jerusalem, what did the other disciples report?

Read Luke 24:36-49.  What do the disciples think Jesus is when he appears to them?

What does Jesus do to overcome their doubts?

What does Jesus tell them was and is the purpose of his coming?

Read Luke 24:50-53.  What happens to Jesus at the end of the gospel?

Read I Corinthians 15:35-57.  When Paul tries to explain what the resurrection means for us (what type of bodies we will have at that time) he compares present state to that of a seed.  Why?

Paul says that at one time now we share the image of Adam, but in the resurrection we shall share the image of Christ.  What does this mean?
