Read Romans 10:5-17.  Then indicate in the blanks below whether the following statements are true or false.

Read I Corinthians 12:12-27.  In this passage Paul pictures the church as Christ’s body and argues that everyone in this body is important to the whole body. During this next week interview two friends or relatives who belong to a denomination other than the Lutheran church.  Ask each person the following questions and write down their answers on a separate sheet of paper.  Why do you belong to the church you do?  What things about your church do you find most satisfying?  What things about your church do you wish could be or would be changed?  Have you ever belonged to another denomination?  If so, why did you leave your former church?
