BAPTISM:  WORKSHEET #1
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Your first assignment is to learn everything you can about your own baptism.  It might be helpful if you can find your baptismal certificate.  Some things to write about would include:  the date; the names of your sponsors; who was there; who was not there that might have been; the church in which you were baptized; its denomination; the pastor’s name; other people baptized at the same time; the day or season of the church year; what kind of celebration your family had if any; any special gifts you might have received; and any special memories you or your parents have about the day.  You aren’t limited to these questions—you might discover other interesting things to write about when you start asking questions.  If you have pictures, you can bring some of them in too.  You’ll tell each other about our baptisms when you meet next.
