Read James 4:1-10
According to James, where do conflicts come from?

Read Matthew 5:21-26
When Jesus interprets the commandment against killing he says that anger makes us liable to the same punishment as a murderer.  Why do you think he says this?

And yet Jesus recognizes that anger does occur.  What should we do when anger occurs within the community?

Read Luke 10:29-37
What is the question that Jesus is answering by telling this parable?

How does Jesus define a “neighbor?”

Read Matthew 25:31-46
When we meet (or fail to meet) the physical needs of the hungry, naked, imprisoned, and other such people, whom do we serve (or fail to serve)?

What are the consequences of serving or failing to serve the poor and suffering?

Read I John 4:16b-21
How does John define God?

John returns to the theme of anger and hatred.  What does he say about those who claim to love God but hate others?

If we hate others, what does this indicate about our relationship with God?
