


THE TEN COMMANDMENTS:  The Seventh Commandment

Read Deuteronomy 8:1-20.  Why did God let his people wander in the desert for forty years?

To what kind of land did God bring the people in Canaan?

What is the temptation of living in such a land?

From where does our wealth actually come?

Read Amos 5:21-6:8; 8:4-12.  Amos warns the Israelites that, because they lack justice, they are going to be sent into exile.  What specifically were they doing?

What is the consequence for the people’s relationship to God when they do not deal justly with one another?

Read Matthew 6:19-34.  Jesus speaks here about how Christians should regard wealth and property.  What does Jesus warn us that wealth might become?

Why do Christians not need to worry about what we are going to eat, drink, or wear?

What comes first in a properly oriented Christian life?

Read Luke 18:18-28.  Why was the rich ruler unable to follow Jesus?

Read Acts 4:32-5:11.  Peter told Ananias that the property he sold was his to do with as he pleased.  What was wrong with them keeping a part of the proceeds for themselves?

In the early Church, according to this passage, nobody was needy.  Why not?
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
